WHAT IS OET?

OET stands for Occupational English Test — A language test for health practitioners who
have qualified to practice in one country and wish to gain provisional registration to prac-
tice their profession in another which has an English-speaking context. The test measures
the language competency of health practitioners who are seeking registration and the
ability to practice in an English speaking context. It is designed to ensure that language

competency is assessed in a relevant professional context.

Each OET sub-test is scored as one of five grades, from A - E. A is the highest grade, E is the

lowest. Most professional registration bodies require a minimum of B in each sub-test.

WHY STUDY ACCELERATED EXAM PREPARATION AT WIE?

The accelerated OET Preparation Course is designed for students who are about to take
the OET and would like some last minute preparation. It is ideal for those who have taken
the OET before but not reached their goal in all subtests. It is also useful for those who
have taken IELTS and now want to try the OET.
